Artwork can be colored or black and white, but will be made black and white for the
program. Make sure that your dancer’s full name and age is labeled on the back of their artwork, or in the email that you
attach it to.

Dancers should be dropped off backstage no earlier than 30 minutes before their performance time, dressed and ready to
perform. When you drop-off your young dancer please make sure that they have their dance shoes on their feet, and only
send them with a water bottle labeled with their name! Our fabulous staff will be responsible for all of the dancers
backstage. Dancers will be released to their parents at the end of the show, so please plan to stay for the entire event. The
12pm and 2:30pm shows should last about 1 hour and the Spm and 7pm shows should last 1.5-2 hours.
